Core Business Training Course 
for Start-Ups

In most instances, those with limited
or no experience at running a business
will be referred to a Core Business
Training Course conducted by the UJO
in Williamsburg.

The seven week, 28 hour course,
covers all of the basics of running a
small business - planning, pricing,
marketing, selling, cash flow
management and more. Teachers are
experienced business professionals with
strong academic credentials.

After you complete the course,
PUSOACH will help you to develop a
business plan at no cost to you.

Existing Business Expansion
If you are already in business, you

will complete an Expansion Proposal
form and meet with members of the top
Community Advisory Board and the
Coordinator, who will review it. If your
proposal qualifies PUSOACH will help
you create a business plan at no  cost to
you.

present your business plan to the
Loan Committee. If the committee
approves your plan, it determines
the loan amount (up to $25,000) and
repayment terms (up to five years)
based on the plan. Two HFLS-
approved guarantors are required for
every loan.

Post-loan Technical Assistance
PUSOACH continues to be

available to you after you receive the
loan and will refer you as
needed/desired to free or low-cost
help in critical areas such as legal
assistance, marketing & advertising,
bookkeeping or any other available
support.

FAQs

Q. What will I learn in the classes?
A: The essential ingredients of
starting and running a successful
business including:
• Why some business succeed and

others fail in various economic
climates

• What it takes to be an
entrepreneur

• How to create a business plan
• What is a marketing plan

• How to increase sales
• Legal, management and financial

reporting requirements to know
to launch a business

• Fundamental accounting and
bookkeeping concepts and
practices

• Free, easy to access and reliable
business information and advice.

Q. When will the classes be held?
A: Classes will be held twice a week
in the evening over a seven week
period.

Q: I have a degree in accounting, and
want to open my own accounting
practice. Am I eligible for the program?
A: No, this program is only open to
those who do not have a college
degree.

Q: Is the information I share with you
confidential?
A: Yes, all information shared with
us at any point in the process will
remain strictly confidential, and
will remain between yourself and
the professionals working with you.

Q: I live in Monsey and plan on

opening a business in Borough Park -
am I eligible to participate in the
program?
A: No. The program serves only
those who live in the five boroughs
of New York City and whose
business will be there or in
Westchester, Nassau or Suffolk
Counties.

Q: What are the terms of your loans?
A: All of our loans are interest-free
for an amount up to $25,000 with
repayment over up to five years. All
loans require two personal
guarantors, each with an annual
family income of at least $50,000
and good personal credit history.
